? Be able to identify and recognize environmental risks, including
loose rock, uneven terrain, and potentially hazardous animals and
insects

? Travel over and negotiate mostly flat, packed soil and loose rock
terrain for one and a half (1.5) miles in an estimated one (1) hour
without sitting

Optional Sinkhole Exploration
? Move through large boulders down into 12 foot deep sinkhole
and back up through boulders to the trail (with instruction)

• Travel over and negotiate mostly flat, packed soil and loose rock terrain for three quarters of a (0.7) mile in an estimated forty five (45) minutes without sitting
