	Program Title: Kayak Float
	Criteria: - Remain balanced while seated inside the vessel with limited head, neck, and back support while paddling vessel in turbulent water. Personal adaptive equipment maybe used.
- Wear a Type III Coast Guard-approved personal flotation device (as needed) with a proper fit. Children under 12 are required. Anyone over 12 must have them available.
- Control a paddle and pull it through the water to steer and propel the boat forward.
- Understand and respond to audible or visual commands given by a boating partner or communicate such commands to boating partner to maneuver a boat to maintain proper heading or avoid obstacles.
- Turn from face-down to face-up and remain floating face up while wearing a properly fitted personal flotation device.
- Get in/out or on/off paddle craft independently or with reasonable amount of assistance 1 time during the day. This requires stepping into the boat and sitting.
